Over the past five years, Fogg has released four CDs, three with his band The Swingin’ Lesbian Frogs, entitled Waves in 1998, Kiss My Bass in 1999, I’m Busy (boating, drinking, singing) in 2001 and his first live CD in 2003, “Live!
